GOAL: Perform all detection and identification
operations with minimal impact on the event
and without significantly delaying any person
or vehicle entering the grounds.

Only uniformed law enforcement approaches
and questions any person(s) suspected of
possessing radiological materials.

1. If approached by the public and asked about your mission, PRND personnel will respond with:

“We are conducting routine environmental monitoring”

2. Refrain from releasing any information specific to radiation detection to the public.

3. If the individual is adamant and wants further information, contact the PRND Branch Director at
the PRND TOC.

4. PRND Branch Director will notify the Public Safety IC who will coordinate a response through the
AIBF IC and their media representative.

5. Both ICs will notify the appropriate Public Information Officer or designated spokesperson to
handle the situation.

6. Interactions with the media will be handled by the AIBF designated media spokesperson for media
inquiries into day-to-day activities, unless otherwise directed by the IC.




* Issued to individuals by LE with a confirmed

medical isotope treatment.

* Operations will assign a tracking number for
each card.

e Document all notes obtained and turn into
operations center.

* Contact card minimizes any further
interaction between PRND personnel and

guest.

Uniformed APD officers.

* Dress in layers since the weather can be
highly variable this time of year.
